Guest speaker: Member Joe Pina introduced Member Amadeo Ortiz, an acquaintance of the invited speaker. Ortiz introduced Steve Barrera, Chief of Police of the University of Texas at San Antonio Police Department. Barrera discussed campus safety concerns in scenarios such as active shooter, behavioral intervention, student escort services, reverse 911, Giant Voice and other areas of safety that fall under his jurisdiction. The UTSA police department includes 52 officers, 40 guards, and dispatchers. They are fully vetted peace officers with the authority to make arrests. Campus violent crime is minimal. Property crime remains low. Minor in possession is one of the more common citations issued on campus. Parking enforcement is another division, not under the police department.
