Treasurer’s report: The new fiscal year has started. A lot of expenses are being changed to reflect supplies being directed toward Wild Game Dinner. BevCorp expenses are also rising. The recently conducted SLMC Dove Hunt generated a small profit. A printed treasurer’s report was provided.

Correspondence: Secretary James Benavides has begun including the report of club correspondence as an addendum to general meting minutes so club members have an opportunity to review what materials the club has received.

Chaplain: Nat Chavez reminds the membership that All Saints Day is coming up; it’s a Holy Day of Obligation, Nov. 1. Nov. 18, the club has its Thanksgiving Mass. Arrive at the church at 6:15 p.m. We should be done at 7 p.m. No beer will be served until we return from church.

Inventory: There were a few items we needed for the parish festival. We also needed an air compressor, which we purchased; however, it needed to be assembled. It will be sent to Terry Sparrow for assembly.

Membership: 260 members, however, 1/3 are unpaid.

Web: Expecting revisions to go online next month.

Wallie and David Keller will also make an effort to go see Bill Groff, who’s been fighting pancreatic cancer.  Dennis Fitzpatrick reported his son had a motorcycle accident. Bill McBreaty had a fall and broke a hip. There will be a mass said Nov. 21 for Diane Keller, who continues to battle cancer. Bill Cooper has an angioplasty coming up.  Don Jungman had a bout with gallstones. Wallie extended thanks to Art Chapa, Homer Fetzer and Bob McGrady for keeping him updated. Wallie also thanks Bobby Margo, who will start shadowing Wallie and assist where possible.

Communications: A committee has been activated to consider methods for contacting non-e-mail members.

Benevolence: Ralf reports 2 or 3 out-of-cycle requests. The fall festival was given $300. San Fernando Health Fair was given $300. ACTS approached the club about a donation. We gave to the ACTS core in July at Sharing of Gifts. We gave ACTS $150, with the reminder to factor in scholarships into their request next time.

Wild Game Dinner: Welcome Don Obrien as chair. Don will chair for 1 year only. Russell and Matt are co-chairing with him.  We’re 18 weeks out. We need good candidates. We need continuity. We’ve got a good pool of committee chairs. The goal is to increase profits, guest and worker satisfaction, and continuity. The Wild Game Dinner budget will be available next month. Food and rental have been the biggest expenses. Big Bucks tickets are in tonight and we’ll start using them for raffle. We’re targeting 525 for sale – we hit 505 last year. The web needs updating with 2014 WGD details. Don says bring him ideas. Go through the area chairmen and discuss.

Lifetime membership: Terry Sparrow and his committee have delivered their recommendations to the president.

Christmas Dinner Dance: Dec. 14, 6:30 p.m. The Tribute Band and catering from Pueblo Hall. Meal price is up, so we’re asking $10 per member, $40 for spouse/guest. Consensus from the membership is that the $10 is reasonable.  Tickets and flyers should be put Stewardship Sunday weekend. For tickets, contact Ralf, Matt or Manuel. Todd can take credit cards. Roy Lopez asked if we’re serving beer and wine, which we are. He agrees that’s a good deal for $10.

Attire: With Stewardship Sunday coming up, get your logo attire and get out there, give us a good showing.

Unfinished business: Everett recently presented the latest capital campaign. There’s an issue between the rate we’re at which we’re paying vs. the total commitment over time. A committee has been convened to study this issue: David Keller, RC Contreras, Don Obrien, Joe Pina. David Keller reported, the club was initially committed to $250k. This was 7 years ago. Men’s Club input into the gym was a facility that could accommodate 1,000 people. We didn’t get that. We are giving the capital campaign 25% of the WGD net, before the distribution. In 7 years, we have given $103k. If our WGD revenues increase, there’s a good chance we’ll hit  $150k over 3 years. We’ll look at contingencies.

New business: Next month, spaghetti from the St. Luke cafeteria team. If you have ideas, we need meals from February on. See Paul & Sean if you have ideas or want to lead a cooking team. Sean says we want new guys in the kitchen too. We’ve got new blood out in the audience, we need new guys on the crew.
