A “lessons learned” meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 30 at 7:00 p.m.  Rico requested positive comments and suggestions made in writing.  Everyone is invited, but the meeting is not mandatory.  Rico thanked Gary Pruski for help on short notice and said they will probably become our provider for deer meat for future WGDs.  Rico has met with Halo Distributing, Silver Eagle and HEB.  HEB donated 32 turkeys and sold everything else at cost.  Next year, Rico plans to switch to cans instead of keg beer.  Wallie suggested using 14 oz. cups to prevent spillage.  In addition, all corporate waiters and bartenders will be hired next year.  The auction brought in $36,140, with everyone paid in full.  Rico reported that there were 419 “Big Bucks” tickets sold.  “Big Bucks” ticket sales will start in July and each member will be issued two tickets to sell.  The next WGD is on March 5, 2011.

Alex Flores reported that he sold 555 tickets for a total of $43,930 paid admission.  There were 56 tables (52 tables of 10 and 4 table of 8).
